CONTACTING CHILDLINE

It's confidential and you
don’t have to give your name if you don’t
want to.

When you callus on 0800 1111 you'll
come through to a switchboard. This is
where someone friendly will ask if you
want to speak 1o a counsellor. Calling is
free on 0800 1111. Calls are free from
landlines and mobiles in the UK. And they
won't show up on your phone bill. Even it
you do not have credit on your mobile
phone, you can still call for free.
