We will be studying living things and life cycles in science and in geography the children will be 

learning about a contrasting European location in Scandinavia.  Your child may like to find out 

more about either of these topics at home and we will provide some ideas in the weekly 

homework letters of extra activities or research. 

 

We continue to support each child with appropriate intervention to support their learning in the 

classroom.  Please do let me know if your child finds a part of their homework difficult as we can 

follow this up in the classroom.

It has been brilliant to see them recommending 

books to each other and talking confidently about books they have enjoyed. 

 

Homework: Weekly tasks for maths and spelling will be set on Edshed.  Additional tasks will be 

outlined in a weekly letter posted to class dojo and Google classroom on a Friday for the week 

ahead.  Please discuss the home learning tasks with your child and do let us know of any 

problems.  If you would like to share work with us you can do so via class dojo.   

 

Please can children have their PE kits in 

school all week.
